Martin has been a stalwart behind the bar ably assisted by John Leaver and Paul Harrison on many occasions.  However, there are certain times when we don’t have someone to serve and the bar remains closed when it need not.  The club desperately needs more volunteers from both the Junior and Senior sections to serve behind the bar.  We are not asking for anyone to be fully trained licensees but there are one or two simple procedures that need to be followed.  If anyone would like to help please approach either myself, John or Martin and we can arrange a quick half hour session to take you through everything you need to know.
During the very harsh winter we were kindly informed by a neighbour that water could be heard running inside the pavilion.  This was due to a burst pipe in the roof space and had caused severe damage to the ceiling in the home team dressing room.  As the insurance excess was over £200 we decided to complete the repairs ourselves assisted once again by our unofficial builder Tony Astill with Nick Povey completing the pipe repairs and re lagging of the pipes.
As I have stated on many occasions, the work required to keep our facilities here in tip top condition is endless.  The offer of help, however small is always appreciated.  So please, if you can spare just a small part of your time please do not be afraid to offer your services, the small team, which seems to get smaller every year, will be eternally grateful.
